floor were my favorite. All works had
a great volume of information but the
atmosphere was very quiet and calm.
That was another impression.

As for myself, I started photography
while 16. It was when I visited Mayan
ruins in Mexico to create my DVD.
I went to a camera shop to get the
needed items for photography. I tried
several cameras and chose a manual
film one because it had the best shutter
sound.

In Mexico, I took photos every day,
adjusting focus and exposure that I just
learned. Then, I brought the films to
local shops to develop them. It became
my routine to view the developed

photographs and chat with staff
members, saying things like, “This is
what we’ve done today.”

My best subject has always been
people. When I’m in foreign countries,
I ask strangers, “May I take your
picture?” with gestures. Once I see the
person smiling, I feel much closer to
them.

When traveling, I venture deeper and
deeper into small streets. With my
camera, I feel I have become more
adventurous. For me, a camera may
be a tool for both communication and
exploration.

Basically, I enjoy the indoors. My
hobbies are things I can do by myself,
like embroidery and pottery. Recently,
I have fallen in love with “kintsugi” (a
traditional Japanese pottery restoration
technique). I started learning it when
the pottery I made was broken.

I'm still consistently enthusiastic for
knitting, which I started while a young
child. When I encounter scenes of
knitting in films I act in, I feel happy
indeed.

While acting, I sometimes think, “I'm
the only person, not a camera, able to
see this actor’s most delighted face.”
For photography, I feel I portray the
emotions of the people I was attracted
to. Acting and photography—-both are
same work that may be made with
a single moment that will never re-
appear the same way again. When I act
or take photos, I feel, “I'm being given
a very special luxurious time now.” [
appreciate that precious moment and
work on it.
