In 2015, I enjoyed the opportunity to play
the main character in the program “Kyojin
Naomote Ojo wo Togu: Mukashi Bokutachi
wa Aishita” at Tokyo Metropolitan
Theatre. I experienced this theatre’s
greatness from a performer’s perspective.
I've visited a number of theatre programs
in Tokyo. The programs, held in the Tokyo
Metropolitan Theatre, offered audience
members the chance to speculate on
things and conveyed impressive feelings,
among other things, I think. The content
of the programs is clearly good. The
four main venues each have their own
atmosphere, and their stage facilities
vary depending on the program. Also, the

space between the stage and audience is
quite comfortable.

I worked as a director for “Yurei Demo
Yoka ken Aitakatoyo” (I want to meet you
even if you are a ghost) last year. I was
33, and it was my first role as director.
As an actor, I've worked with many
directors, so I was able to work from
both views as an actor and a director.

As a result, I was able
to make a wonderful performance that
was integrated with the audiences.

I joined “Super Kabuki II One Piece” in
2015. I've had the chance to perform in
new genres more and more, which I've
never done before.
